Confronting cultures from South Africa to South Tyrol and from Germany to Great Britain
A Native American Indian goes to a New York bar. The barman asks him: Well, how do you like life in our grand old city?   The red man answers him with a question: And you, how do you like life in our ancient homeland? 
When different cultures meet it is usually the members of the other group that are considered rude because they do not behave in a way the first group would expect its own members to behave. Because the strangers’ behaviour is strange and not in accordance with local expectations, it cannot be prognosticated what they are up to, so the locals will grow reserved and suspicious with the strangers. The presentation will discuss the emergence of xenophobia and possible circumstances of overcoming it based on the latest results of social and evolutionary psychology. To demonstrate practical applications the author will draw on the personal challenges he was confronted with in the most diverse cultural settings in the course of his broad international career.
