Csaba Szummer: The role of psychedelic drugs in healing and culture
In the last decade researchers at Harvard, Johns Hopkins,  NYU and UCLA have produced promising results regarding the therapeutic use of psychedelic drugs. The scientists of England, Switzerland, Germany, Czech Republic, Russia, Israel, Brazil, Peru, Spain, Jordan and other countries also contributed to this field of research. Half a century ago hungarian psychiatrists blazed the trail by carrying out experiments with one of the most important drugs, the DMT. In recent years hungarian psychology and psychiatry showed interest in the topic again and supposedly research projects will start unfolding soon.
 The topic group will give an insight into the therapeutic experiments of the ’50s and ’60s and will exhibit the most novel results in research – with emphasis on the possible uses of ayahuasca – in a detailed and comprehensible way.
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
